Subject: - Implementation of PM’s new 15 point programme for the Welfare of Minorities - progress report as on 31.03.2009 and Financial targets for 2009-10 - regarding.

In continuation to this Directorate General letter of even no dated 9/12th Jan, 2009, please find enclosed herewith Physical and Financial achievements as on 31.03.29 (including 4th Qtr. of 2008-09), in respect ITIs in MCDs under the scheme “Upgradation of ITIs into CoE under World Bank assisted VTIP” which is covered under PM’s New 15 Point Programme for the welfare of minorities. 


As per the targets envisaged under the PM’s 15 point programme i.e. 15% of benefits / targets should be earmarked for Minorities, Accordingly 60 ITIs out of 400 ITIs proposed for the upgradation under the project have been identified in the Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs). Hence the physical targets are fully (100%) achieved.



So far as the financial achievements are concerned, It may be informed that Rs. 11.9791 crore (36.13 %), against a target of Rs 33.1503 crore, have been released during 2008-09 in respect of 38 ITIs in Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs). The funds have been released to M.P, Maharashtra, Karnataka, Kerala, HP, UP and Delhi who have furnished the utilisation certificates in respect of funds released to them during 2007-08. These ITIs were identified in MCDs during 2006-07 & 2007-08. The Utilisation Certificates are yet to be received from other State Govts. However, out of 22 ITIs which were proposed for upgradation in MCDs during 2008-09, have been identified and an amount of Rs. 17.8845 crore has been released to 19 ITIs so far.  The funds for the remaining three ITIs will be released soon. 
It is submitted that as per the guidelines of implementation of PM’s 15 point programme for the welfare of the minorities, 15% benefit / target under the new schemes should be earmarked to minorities.  Accordingly 60 Govt. ITIs, out of 400 ITIs proposed for the upgradation under the above scheme have been identified under the MCDs in the country. This  amounts to 15 % of total ITIs (as envisaged in PM’s programme) selected for the upgradation with World Bank assistance. Upgradation of these ITIs would continue till 20011-12 including the current financial year 2009-10; hence physical target for 2009-10 should be treated as NIL i.e. no new ITIs would be added to the MCDs. However, the total requirement of the funds for the year 2009-10 has been worked out at Rs 25.9765 crore in respect of these ITIs being upgraded to COE in MCDs.


The status of implementation of the scheme in respect of ITIs in Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs) under the scheme as on 31.03.2009 and target for financial year 2009-10 is enclosed herewith.

Status as on 31.03.2009
Upgradation of Govt ITIs in to Centres of Excellence (COE) under World Bank assisted Vocational Training Improvement Project(VTIP).

 400 Govt. ITIs  are  proposed to be upgraded under the scheme -“Upgradation of Govt ITIs in to Centres of Excellence (COE) with World Bank assistance under VTIP “,in 34 State/ UT have been identified.  As per the target envisaged under PM’s New 15 point Programme, the scheme should cover 60 ITIs located in minority concentration districts (MCDs).  Out of the above, 38 ITIs have been identified in Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs) during 2006-7 & 2007-08 and the remaining 22 ITIs in MCDs have been identified during financial year 2008-09. The list of these ITIs is at Appendix-I
PROGRESS DURING  YEAR 2008-09

Rs. 27.859 crore has tentatively been earmarked for upgradation of 38 ITIs during 2nd year (i.e. financial year 2008-09). This has now tentatively revised to Rs. 33.15 crore. Against above, no expenditure could be made till 2nd quarter of financial year 2008-09 due to non submission of utilisation certificate by state Governments in respect of central share released to them in 2007-08. The utilisation certificate is prerequisite for release of subsequent installment of funds. State Govts. of Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, UP , HP and Delhi  have furnished the utilisation certificates, accordingly only 1st installment of 2nd year requirement  amounting to Rs 11.9791 crore has been released in respect of 22 ITIs from these states. 16 ITIs identified in MCDs from Rajasthan, West Bengal, Haryana, Bihar, Assam, A.P., Goa Kerala,  and Sikkim didn’t submit the utilisation certificate of funds. Accordingly no central funds could be release to them. The progress report as on 31.03.2009 for 38 ITIs in prescribed Performa, is at Annex-I.
Further an outlay of Rs. 23.12 Crores was fixed for remaining 22 ITIs to be identified for upgradation in MCD (out of 150 ITIs, in all, which are remaining to be upgraded out of 400 ITIs) during financial year 2008-09. This has now been tentatively revised to Rs 23.8046 crore. All the 22 ITIs have been identified and a fund of Rs. 17.8845 crore has been released for 19 ITIs ITIs of Maharashtra, Jharkhand, Karnataka A& N Island, Bihar, Goa and Kerala. The progress report in respect of 22 ITIs, as on 31.03.2009 in prescribed Performa is at Annex- II. 

The physical and financial achievement made under the scheme during the 4th Qtr. (Jan – March 09) of 2008-09 are as under;-

 The issue on this file relates to Physical and  Financial achievements made under the scheme “Upgradation of ITIs in to CoE under World Bank assisted VTIP” during 2008-09 and the fixation of the targets for 2009 -10 in respect of  the 60 ITIs which have been  identified in MCDs under this scheme.

The above scheme of DGE&T has been included in PM’s New 15 Point Programme for which monitoring is done by M/o Minority Affairs on quarterly basis. Accordingly the progress report is required to be sent to them.

Achievement under the scheme during 2008-09

Placed below at F/A is the progress report  indicating Physical and Financial achievement as on 31..03.2009 (including 4th  Qtr of 2008-09) in respect of the scheme “Upgradation of ITIs in to CoE under World Bank assisted VTIP” which is covered under PM’s New 15 Point Programme.   



As per the targets envisaged under the PM’s 15 point programme, 60 ITIs out of 400ITIs proposed for the upgradation under the project, have been identified in the Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs). Hence the physical targets are fully (100%) achieved.



So far as the financial achievements are concerned, It may be informed that Rs. 11.9791 crore (36.13 %), against a target of  Rs 33.150 crore, have been released during 2008-09 in respect of 38 ITIs in Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs). The funds are released to M.P, Maharashtra, Karnataka, Kerala, HP, UP and Delhi who have furnished the utilisation certificate in respect of funds released to them during 2007-08. These ITIs were identified in MCDs during 2006-07 & 2007-08. The Utilisation Certificate is yet to be received from other State Govt. However, out of 22 ITIs which were proposed for upgradation in MCDs during 2008-09 have been identified and an amount of Rs. 17.8845 crore has been released to 17 ITIs so far.  The funds for the remaining five ITIs will be released soon. 

Physical and Financial Targets for 2009-10

A. Physical Targets

It is submitted that as per the guidelines of implementation of PM’s 15 point programme for the welfare of the minorities, 15% benefit / target under the new schemes should be earmarked to minorities.  Accordingly 60 Govt. ITIs, out of 400 ITIs proposed for the upgradation under the above scheme have been identified under the MCDs in the country. The amounts 15 % of total ITIs (as envisaged in PM’s programme) selected for the upgradation with World Bank assistance. Upgradation of these ITIs would continue till 20011-12 including the current financial year 2009-10; hence physical target for 2009-10 shall be treated as NIL i.e. no new ITIs would be added to the MCDs. 
B. Financial Targets

The upgradation of ITIs under the above scheme has been approved by the Internal Finance Division (IFD) as per the Institute Development Plan (IDP) proposed by the respective State Govt. for the individual ITI. The IDP, under its section V, also indicates the year wise funds requirements for undertaking Civil Works, procurement of the Machinery & Equipments and recurring expenses.  Accordingly, the financial target for the year 2009-10 has been fixed based on the requirement of funds projected under the IDPs. The total requirement of the funds for the year 2009-10 has been worked out to Rs 25.9765 crore in respect of 60 ITIs being upgraded to COE in MCDs. However the release of the funds shall be made to the State Govts. only after the central funds released to these ITIs in preceding year are utilised  to the extent of 80 %. i.e. utilisation certificate is furnished by them.  

Hence, if approved, we may send the progress report of implementation of the scheme in respect of ITIs in Minority Concentration Districts (MCDs) under the VTIP scheme as on 31.03.2009 and also the Financial target for 2009-10 to M/o Minority Affairs as per DFA Please.
